marketing.  But what happened three days after Jesus was killed 2000 years ago can change your life 
forever.  Check out Matthew 28:5-10 to see how Easter can become much more than a holiday for you. 

 
 

    
 

 • What is the closest you’ve ever come to dying?  How did this experience change  
 the way you live? 

 
 

   
 

    Words to Consider: Matthew 28:5-10, “The angel said to the women, “Do not be     
afraid, for I know that you are looking for Jesus, who was crucified.  He is not here; 
he has risen just as He said. Come and see the place where He lay.  Then go 
quickly and tell His disciples: ‘He has risen from the dead and is going ahead of 
you into Galilee.  There you will see Him.’ Now I have told you. 

    So the women hurried away from the tomb, afraid yet filled with joy, and ran to   
 tell His disciples.  Suddenly, Jesus met them ‘Greetings’, He said. They came to 
 Him, clasped His feet and worshipped Him. Then Jesus said to them, ‘Do not be 
 afraid. Go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee; there they will see me.” 

 
 

NOTES 



 
 
1. According to Matthew 28:5-10, the first thing that the angel says when telling Mary 

and Martha that Jesus has risen from the dead is “Do not be afraid.”  Later the 
women hurried away from the tomb “afraid yet filled with joy.” Why do you think 
they were afraid?  Why do you think some people today are afraid to explore the 
claim that Jesus rose from the dead? 

 
2. In verse 6, the angel not only tells the women that Jesus has risen, but He also 

says “Come and see the place where He lay.”  Why do you think it was important 
for the angel to ask them to do this? 

 
3. In verse 9, when the women saw the risen Christ, they bowed at His feet and 

worshipped Him.  What does this say about who they believed Him to be? 
 

 
 
 1.  What area of your life are you afraid to let God work in?  What needs to happen in         

 order for you to trust Him with this situation? 
     
 2. Both the angel and Jesus encouraged Mary and Martha to tell others that they had        

experienced the risen Christ.  Who do you know that has not personally 
experienced the power of Jesus’ resurrection in his or her life?  How can you begin 
to share this life-changing message? 

  
 3.  Are you living a lifestyle of worship?  What changes do you need to make in your 

life so that God’s presence becomes so tangible that you can’t help but worship 
him?
