Based on his previous success in international competition, American downhill skier Bodie Miller was
expected by many to win several gold medals in the 2006 Winter Olympic Games. Despite his potential,
Miller performed poorly and did not bring home a single medal in any Olympic event. When stunned
journalists asked him to explain, Miller said he had accomplished all he had hoped to at the Olympics:
great partying. It seemed Bodie Miller had forgotten the mission of an Olympic athlete. According to
John 17:18, God has a mission for each of us. Are you focused on completing that mission?
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» What do you consider your greatest accomplishment in life so far? Why?
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Words to Consider: John 17:18 (MSG) “In the same way that you gave me a
mission in the world, | give them a mission in the world.”

Matthew 4:19 (NIV) “Come, follow Me, Jesus said, and | will make you fishers of
men.”

» Based on the conversation Jesus was having with God in John 17:18, what did He
seem to be living for? How do you think this impacted Jesus’ priorities in life?
Facilitator: Jesus understood that His significance was found in connecting with God
and living out God’s mission for His life. He lived for a purpose greater than His own
desires and goals. His priorities were radically different from those who are not
