INTRO: 
Have you ever spent half a day looking for your "lost" car keys?  Have you ever looked in every drawer, under every 
seat cushion and retraced all your steps only to finally realize the keys were in your pocket the whole time?  Luke 11:9-
13, assures us that God wants to give us what we've really been searching for in life.  It also tells how to get it.

Words to Consider:   

   
      1. Based on Luke 11:9-13, what types of things does God want to give us?  What 

 does this say about His character? 
   
   Facilitator: As Jesus points out in verses 11-13, God wants to give us what is 

 best for us.  He wants us to have things that will make our lives the best they can 
 be.  As a loving Father, God teaches us how to come to Him with our concerns, 
 desires and needs and to pray in line with His will for our lives.   

 
 2. In verse 10, Jesus says, "the door is opened to everyone who knocks."  What do 
  you think He means by "the door?" Facilitator:  Jesus came to show everyone how 
  they could have a lasting, intimate relationship with God.  Anyone who truly wants 
 that relationship -and the peace, purpose and joy that comes with it- can find it by 
  simply trusting in Christ as the way to the Father.  He said, "I am the way, the truth 
  and the life. No one can come to the Father except through me." (John 14:6) Jesus 
 is the door to knowing God and anyone who trusts Him can enter. 

 
 3. Jesus uses the phrases, "keep on asking," "keep on knocking," and "keep on  
 looking."  What does this say about the way God wants us to pray?  Why do you  
 think He wants us to pray this way? 
  
 Facilitator: God loves it when we are persistent in our prayers. Paul urges us to  
 "pray without ceasing" in 1 Thessalonians 5:17.  God likes to present His children  
 with goals that are impossible to accomplish from a human standpoint.  This makes 
 us desperate for Him and totally dependant on Him for success. It also keeps us 
 constantly connected to God in prayer, which is just the way He wants it. 

 
  
    

     
1.  Is there a prayer you have been praying that you feel has gone unanswered? 
 Why do you think you haven't gotten what you've asked God for? 

 
 Facilitator: Psalm 37:4 says, "Take delight in the Lord, and He will give you your  
 heart's desires." God promises to give us what we ask for, but He wants to  
 transform our lives in such a way that we will begin to only ask Him for things that 
 are good for us and in line with His will for our lives.  So what about when we're  
 asking for something good and God still remains silent?  We can't always know  
 why God chooses to answer some prayers with a 'yes' and some with a 'no', but 
  we can be sure that He loves us more perfectly than our own parents and only  
 gives us what is best in the best timing. 

 
2.  Are you searching for fulfillment in anything other than God?  What changes do  
you need to make to put your relationship with Him first? 

  
3. Who do you know that is searching for something more in life?  What would be a 
good way to introduce this person to the open door that Jesus offers to a relation- 
ship with the living God? 

  
 Facilitator:  Easter weekend is one of CBC's biggest outreach opportunities of the 
 year. Everything we do is designed to introduce seekers to the life-change that 
 Christ offers, in a non-threatening way.  Challenge your group to take advantage of 
 this opportunity and to be specific about who they will invite and to which Easter 
 weekend event.

PRAYER POINTS 

 • That each of us would keep what is most important to communicate to people in the forefront of our 
minds.      

 • That this Crossover Group will be able to point to specific ways that God has used us to impact 
others as we live lives that demonstrate His love.
