INTRO:  Many Hollywood movies have been made in the past few years about disasters that threaten to 

destroy our planet.  Some scientists believe that a devastating meteor collision with earth is inevitable.  
Such thoughts of gloom and doom can be unsettling and even impact the way we live.  In 1 
Thessalonians 4:13-18, Paul reminds us that there is a way to overcome fear for what the future holds.  

 
 

 
 

1. Do you think we are nearing the end of the world?  Why? 
 
 
 

 
 

 Words to Consider: 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18, “And now, dear brothers and sisters, 
we want you to know what will happen to the believers who have died so you will not 
grieve like people who have no hope.  For since we believe that Jesus died and was 
raised to life again, we also believe that when Jesus returns, God will bring back with  
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  him the believers who have died.  We tell you this directly from the Lord: We who are 

still living when the Lord returns will not meet him ahead of those who have died. For 
the Lord Himself will come down from heaven with a commanding shout, with the 
voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet call of God.  First, the Christians who 
have died will rise from their graves.  Then, together with them, we who are still alive 
and remain in the earth will be caught up in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air.  
Then we will be with the Lord forever.  So encourage each other with these words.”  

 
     Romans 8:1-2, “So now there is no condemnation for those who belong to Christ 

Jesus.  And because you belong to him, the power of the life-giving Spirit has freed 
you from the power of sin that leads to death.” 

 
1. The Bible is clear that a time is coming when God will intervene directly and 

dramatically in world affairs.  Christ’s return will include blessing and suffering.   
According to 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18, who can have security and hope throughout 
the turbulence of the approaching end times? 

Facilitator: Because Christ overcame the power of death, all Christians will have life 
after death as well.  All believers throughout history (including those living when Christ 
returns) will be safe and secure in God’s very presence.  When the world faces 
destruction or when we experience personal tragedy, we can have hope in knowing 
Christ will unite with his followers and even resurrect the dead.    
2. How can we help those who are unsure about the future of the world or what     
  happens to them when they die? 
Facilitator: When we share Christ with others, we offer them the hope, peace and 
security they have been longing for.  Connecting with Christ helps us deal with our 
deepest fears and insecurities.  We won’t find answers to every question in this life, but 
we can have an intimate relationship with the Creator of everything.  
 
3.  In Romans 8:1-2, the Apostle Paul tells us that “…for those who belong to Christ  
   Jesus…the power of the life-giving Spirit has freed you from the power of sin that     
    leads to death.”  What type of death do you think Paul is referring to?  How does  
    this change your perspective? 
Facilitator: No one in the human race is without sin.  We fall short of God’s innate 
perfection and standard for holy living.  Our sin causes spiritual death and leaves us 
powerless over physical death.  But thank God, when we put our trust in Christ, He fills 
us with His Spirit and brings life to our souls. He gives us the power to turn from 
destructive choices and live according to the healthy, productive standards He reveals 
in His word.  He promises that physical death is not the end, but we will be united with 
Him in eternal life. 

 

 
 

1. Are you anxious about past, present or future circumstances?   
 
2. Who do you know that needs the eternal security only found in a relationship with 

Christ?  How can you begin to share hope with this person? 
Facilitator:  There are several events coming up at Community which would be perfect 
for introducing your unchurched friends to the body of Christ.  Services in the month of 
May will be honoring men (5/7), mothers (5/14), mentors (5/21, teachers, bosses, etc) 
and military (5/28).  Ask someone you know in these categories to come and be 
appreciated by our church.
