    Words to Consider:  Jeremiah 3:15, “I will give you leaders after my own 
 heart, who will guide you with knowledge and understanding.” 

 
1. According to Jeremiah 3:15, what kind of leaders does God raise up for our 

guidance?  What do you think it means to be “after God’s own heart”? 
Facilitator: God wants to give us leaders who follow Him.  Some leaders have 
extensive head knowledge of the Bible, are good at religious behavior or make a 
fine figurehead for a particular culture.  But the kind of mentor God wants for His 
children is a leader who clearly has a relationship with Him and seeks to live out 
God’s purpose for his life.   
 
2. Where do you think Godly mentors get their “knowledge and understanding” 

from? 
Facilitator:  Godly mentors get their knowledge and understanding from spending 
time with God and in His word.  Knowledge comes from study.  Understanding 
comes from experience.  A carpenter’s apprentice learns his trade by spending 
time with the master carpenter and emulating him.  Strong mentors must be 
intimately connected to the Master and reliant upon Him to live out His purpose. 
 
3. Ultimately, where do you think people who do not follow God will lead us? 
Facilitator: Ungodly mentors will eventually lead us astray.  Unfortunately, there 
are many even in God’s church who seek leadership roles for the wrong reasons.  
The New Testament letter 1 John was written by the apostle to warn the 1st 
century church to be careful of false teachers among them.  That warning is just 
as relevant  to believers today. 
 
4. How can we discern a Godly mentor from one who does not follow God? 
Facilitator: When considering our leadership, we must be careful to test their 
character and teachings against God’s word and the approval of the Holy Spirit.  
1 John 2:20-23 says, “But you have an anointing from the Holy One, and all of 
you know the truth.  I do not write to you because you do not know the truth, but 
because you do know it and because no lie comes from the truth.  Who is the 
liar?  It is the man who denies that Jesus is the Christ.  Such a man is the 
antichrist –he denies the Father and the Son.  No one who denies the Son has 
the Father; whoever acknowledges the Son has the Father also.” 
 

   

    
 

1. Think of some leaders in your community, church and nation whom you can 
 pray for.  How can your group offer support and encouragement to these folks? 
Facilitator: Many leaders who serve the community need your help.  The Food 
Pantry is our featured service ministry this month.  Can your group agree to 
bring non-perishable food to church this week?   
 
2. What can you do to develop the character of a Godly mentor?  How can your 
  Crossover Group help? 
Facilitator:  This is a great opportunity to remind your Crossover Group to be  
balanced in the 4 values of a healthy group:  Building healthy relationships,  
exploring Biblical truth, sharing the hope of Christ with others and experiencing 
life change. 
 
3. Is there an influencer in your life whom you know is not following God?   
   What can you do to distance yourself from this person? 
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
