  Words to Consider: Matthew 5:18-20, “As Jesus was walking beside the Sea of 

Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon called Peter and his brother Andrew.  They were 
casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen. ‘Come follow me,’ Jesus said 
‘and I will make you fishers of men.’  At once they left their nets and followed him.” 

   
  
   •  Jesus called Peter and Andrew away from their productive fishing business to  

  become productive spiritually.  Do you think God calls everyone to leave their jobs  
  in order to help others find God?   Why?  

   Facilitator: Sometimes God calls people to vocational ministry positions, but every 
 follower of Christ is a full time minister.  God may want you to stay right where you 
 are to help you make a difference in lives of your co-workers, neighbors or family 
 members.  Wherever we are in life, we must be ready for opportunities to introduce 
 others to Christ. 

    
    

INTRO:  The movie The Perfect Storm was based on the true story of seasoned commercial fishermen who met 
disaster during a routine fishing trip off the coast of New England.  The crew desperately fought the unexpected 
storm with all its strength, but was ultimately overwhelmed by brutal weather conditions and catastrophic waves. 
According to Matthew 18, Jesus invites his followers on another kind of fishing trip.  Though storms are inevitable, 
he promises to give us a special survival tools to help change lives on the adventure of a lifetime.

   • It is very unusual for someone to suddenly quit his job, leaving familiarity and     

    security behind to pursue another calling.  Why do you think Peter and Andrew      
  were willing to immediately leave their nets and follow Jesus once they realized he  
  was calling them?  See also John 1:35-42 for more on Peter and Andrew’s   
  relationship to Jesus before this incident. 

   Facilitator: As John points out in the first chapter of his gospel, Peter and Andrew  
 already knew Jesus and were impacted by his life and teachings.  They did not  
 respond to his call impulsively, but instead knew that following him would change  
 their lives forever. They were willing to give up their perceived security as   
 fishermen in order to experience the abundant and purposeful life Christ had to  
 offer. 

   •  What kinds of adjustments do you think Peter and Andrew had to make in order to   
  go from fishermen to fishers of men?  When inviting Peter and Andrew to join him  
  in his work, why do you think Jesus chose to phrase sharing God with others as  
  “fishers of men”? 

  Facilitator: Following Jesus always requires a leap of faith.  The life He calls us to 
 lead is beyond our human capacities.  Even introducing a friend to a relationship 
 with Jesus requires the supernatural work of the Holy Spirit.  When we choose to 
 follow Christ, we must shift from relying on our own strength and abilities to 
 becoming entirely dependent on God to accomplish His plan.  When we do this, we 
 get to experience the thrill of seeing God work in ways that are beyond our human 
 limitations.  The language Jesus chose to use when speaking to Peter and Andrew 
 (“fishers of men”) is a reminder that God works in us according to the gifts, abilities 
 and desires with which He created us. God doesn’t have to change our 
 personalities in order to us, He just wants to change our hearts. 

  
 

            
   
 
  •  Is there someone in your life whom you sense is searching for God?  How can you  

  begin to make a difference in this person’s life? 
  Facilitator:  A great way to reach out to someone is to simply spend time with them.  

 The July 4th Freedom Fest at Community is a great opportunity to invite some 
 people to spend time with your group.  Ask your group members to think of 
 neighbors, co-workers or family members whom you can invite to an evening of 
 fireworks and fun.  Plan to meet them as a group on the evening of the 4th. 

    
   • Is there anything that is keeping you from being willing to follow Christ wherever he 

  might lead you?  What adjustments can you make in order to be 100% available to  
  God?   

  Facilitator: Take some time to share your struggles and pray for one another.  For 
 those who might want to learn more about growing spiritually, Fast Track at 
 Community is a great place to start.  In fact, your group might want to consider 
 going through Fast Track together.  What a great way to grow spiritually while 
 deepening your commitment to God and the body of Christ.  For more info on Fast 
 Track, contact Paula Brannon at paulab@communitybiblechurch.com .
