 Words to Consider: Luke 5:4-9, “4 

When He had finished speaking, He said to 
Simon, ‘Put out into the deep water and let down your nets for a catch.’ 

5 
Simon 

answered and said, ‘Master, we worked hard all night and caught nothing, but I will 
do as You say and let down the nets.’ 

6 
When they had done this, they enclosed a 

great quantity of fish, and their nets began to break; 
7 
so they signaled to their 

partners in the other boat for them to come and help them. And they came and filled 
both of the boats, so that they began to sink.

But when Simon Peter saw that, he fell 

down at Jesus' feet, saying, ‘Go away from me, Lord, for I am a sinful man.’ 
9 
For 

amazement had seized him and all his companions because of the catch of fish 
which they had taken.” 

   
  
  • Peter, an experienced fisherman, was skeptical (but still obedient) when Jesus told 

him where to catch some fish.  What do you think Jesus would have done if Peter 
had refused to cast his net? How would Peter’s life have been different if he had 
refused? 

   

INTRO:  Fishermen love to impress and outdo each other with tales of fantastic catches.  Luke outdoes them all 
in chapter 5 of his Gospel when he gives his account of one of Peter’s fishing experiences.  But this is more than 
a fishing story; it is an actual event that changed the way a lot of people think about fishing.

  Facilitator: God’s love is unconditional and doesn’t change when we are not 

 obedient.  However, ignoring God’s call is a missed opportunity to see miracles, to 
 grow and to make a difference in the lives of others. 

 
  • What might have distracted Peter from doing something as simple as casting his          

 nets where Jesus told him to? 
   Facilitator: Peter may have questioned whether Jesus, a teacher and a carpenter, 

 really knew what he was talking about regarding fishing.  It would have been 
 natural to assume that he knew more than Jesus about this issue.  Also, Peter and 
 his crew were probably very tired and frustrated having fished all night with no 
 success.  Sometimes what God asks seems strange to us, but he calls us and 
 directs us for our own good and the good of others.   

 
  • Peter had seen Jesus perform miracles before.  Why do you think he was so   

   impacted (v.8) by this particular miracle? 
   Facilitator: Peter knew that Jesus healed the sick and cast out demons, but he was 

 humbled and amazed that he cared about Peter’s personal needs.  God cares 
 about all the details of our lives and is present in every facet of our day-to-day 
 routines. 

  
 

        
 • What is God calling you to do?  How can your group help you to be available and     

 obedient to God? 
   Facilitator:  Fast Track at Community is a great place to learn more about God’s 

 purpose for your life and how to live it out.  In fact, your group might want to 
 consider going through Fast Track together.  What a great way to grow spiritually 
 while deepening your commitment to God and the body of Christ.  For more info on 
 Fast Track, contact Paula Brannon at paulab@communitybiblechurch.com. 

 
   • Who is God leading you to reach out to?  How can you and your group best begin   

    to make a difference in this person’s life?   
   Facilitator: A great way to reach out someone is to simply spend time with them.  

 The July 4th Freedom Fest at Community is a perfect opportunity to invite some 
 people to spend time with your group.  Ask your group members to think of 
 neighbors, co-workers or family members whom you can invite to an evening of 
 fireworks and fun.
