 Words to Consider:  Matthew 4:18-19 (NKJV)  

 “And Jesus, walking by the Sea of Galilee, saw two brothers, Simon called Peter, and 
 Andrew his brother, casting a net into the sea; for they were fishermen. Then He 
 said to them, ‘Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of men.’’ 

• Rather than just talking about reaching out to others today, take some time 
to pray together as a group.  Ask God to help each of you get started this 
week in putting all that you’ve learned into practice.  Pray that God would 
bring people to mind whom you can invest in.  Ask God to help you take full 
advantage of opportunities to share your faith or invite friends to Freedom 
Fest at Community where they can be introduced to a healthy church and 
hear a clear gospel message presented in a non-threatening way. 

INTRO:  Fish stories are nothing but stories unless you’ve got the fish to prove them true.   Peter and Andrew 
touched many lives because they were willing to do more than just talk about sharing their faith; they dropped 
everything and followed when Jesus called them.
