 Words to Consider:  Ephesians 2:8-10  
 
  “For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith –and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God 
 –not by works, so that no one can boast.  For we are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do 
 good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.” 
 

• When someone gives you a gift, how should you respond?  How shouldn’t you respond? 
What do you think is the appropriate way to respond to the gift of salvation that God offers? 
Facilitator:  The only truly appropriate way to respond when someone gives you a gift is to say 
“Thank you” and receive it with gratitude, humility and joy.  Trying to earn our salvation only cheapens 
the perfect and brutal work that Christ did for us on the cross. 

INTRO:  Part of the fun of giving someone a gift is seeing the joy in them when they open and receive it.  
Wouldn’t it be rude if you prepared a very costly present for someone you love and they refused to receive it 
from you?  In Ephesians 2:8-10, Paul talks about an amazing gift that God offers each of us and the powerful 
things that happen to those who receive it. 

  

 



 

 

• In what ways do people sometimes boast about their spirituality?  Why is this harmful?   

 Facilitator: If we’re to be honest with ourselves, sometimes we use our spirituality as a way of trying 
 to impress God or others.  Good things like Bible study, acts of service and kindness or church  
 attendance become poor attempts to make us feel like we’re capable of contributing to our salvation. 
 This leads to an unhealthy perspective of ourselves, God and the freedom we have in Christ.   

• Paul says we are “God’s workmanship”.  What does this say about the significance of our lives? 
What does this say about who is responsible for the good works we do?  Who should get the credit? 

 Facilitator: It is powerful to realize that God has a purpose for your life.  We are not insignificant animals 
 floating  on a dirt clod out in space. He crafted us in specific ways, with unique gifts, abilities and personalities 
 to accomplish His purpose by His power.  Ultimately, God should get the credit and glory for all he does 
 through us. 

   

    
 
 

• Have you been trying to win God’s approval by your behavior?  What steps can  
  you take to train yourself to rest in God’s unconditional love for you? 
 
 Facilitator: God wants a love relationship with His children.  He gives us choices 
 in our lives and relationship with Him. He wants us to serve Him because we 
 want to experience Him. Our obedience should be a result of the love we have 
 for God, not an attempt to impress Him.  Sometimes we need to stop doing and 
 simply allow ourselves to start experiencing God. 
 

• Do you recognize the fruit of the Spirit’s work in your life (love, joy, peace, 
 patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control) or do 
 you feel powerless, unproductive and stuck in a cycle of poor choices?  What 
 adjustments do you need to make to allow yourself to cooperate with the work of 
 God’s Spirit within you? 
 

    Facilitator:  It is important for us to consider God’s moral commandments as we  
  make choices in life.  Ignoring them is destructive.  When we decide to live God’s 
  way we must rely on His Spirit for the power to be obedient and healthy.
